Instructions to Supervisors during the Examination

1. Give all candidates a copy of the question paper.
2.  Play CD1 for Sections A, B and C. At the end of Section C there will be a 5 minute pause (which is 

recorded on to the CD) for candidates to check their answers in Sections A, B and C.
3.  On CD2, find the tracks containing the chosen Set Work for your candidates. Play CD2, Set Work. 

For candidates answering questions on Mendelssohn: Italian Symphony (Movements 2 and 4), play 
tracks 1–9. 
For candidates answering questions on Mozart: Clarinet Concerto (Movement 1), play track 1 and then 
tracks 10–17.

4.	 	At	the	end	of	Section	D,	you	will	hear	‘you	now	have	8	minutes	to	complete	and	check	your	answers	in	
this	section’.

5.	 After	the	8	minute	pause	(which	is	recorded	on	to	the	CD),	collect	in	the	candidates’	question	papers.
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
